The launch of this new licence follows months of consultation between the Motion Picture Licencing Company (MPLC) and the BFFS (British Federation of Film Societies). 

The licence covers a wide range of films which are already available on DVD, including titles from major Hollywood studios 20th Century Fox and Walt Disney as well as independent studios. For current releases people will still want to come to Ely Cinema but this new licence will be benefit groups wanting to bring the magic of the cinema to their village.
Our rural touring cinema kit is available to hire from ADeC at a very affordable rate, allowing community groups to bring cinema into their village. There are already a number of groups who are using the kit but we are always looking to promote the scheme further.
